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COUNTY VOTERS ENDORSE BORROWING BYLAW  

On March 2, 2009 electors of Lac La Biche County voted strongly in favor of pass-
ing Bylaw 08-071, which is a borrowing-bylaw that allows the County to borrow up 
to $48 million for the construction of a multiplex educational facility.  Nearly 2700 
people cast their ballots.  In the end 70.7% voted in favor of passing the bylaw.

Lac La Biche County is also pleased to announce that several 
matters including, leases, lot locations, taxi way paving, etc. at the 
Lac La Biche Airport are in the process of being addressed.  The 
goal is to improve and enhance the use of the Lac La Biche Air-
port for all existing and new leaseholders as well as for those who 
currently utilize the Airport for other reasons.  The project is antici-
pated to be completed in the Summer of 2009. 

Lac La Biche County is pleased to announce that a new Land Use 
Bylaw is underway!!  The reason for having a new Land Use By-
law adopted is due to the amalgamation of the former Town of 
Lac La Biche and former Lakeland County. 
 
What is the purpose of a Land Use Bylaw?  Every municipality 
must adopt a Land Use Bylaw as per the Municipal Government 
Act.  The Land Use Bylaw establishes regulations for the use of 
land and buildings to achieve the orderly and economic develop-
ment of land in Lac La Biche County.  Regulations differ depend-
ing on the location and type of development contemplated. Land 
Use District Maps provide direction for development and use of 
land on specific parcels throughout the County. The Land Use 
Bylaw also includes general regulations which apply to some or all 
development. It is important when reviewing the Land Use Bylaw 
to consider both the general and specific regulations that may 
apply to your property.   

It is highly recommended that you attend the Public Open 
Houses in the near future to provide the County with your 
input as to what you would like to see modified or kept within 
the proposed Land Use Bylaw.  Stay tuned for notices of the 
Public Open Houses. 
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Road Bans are imposed to reduce the amount of damage that occurs to County roadways 

during spring breakup, a time when pavement and soils are moisture filled and susceptible to 

damage from heavily weighted vehicles.  Lac La Biche County roads will be restricted this 

spring to reduced-axle-weights due to seasonal conditions such as spring thaws. Restrictions 

help preserve the life span of County roads.  All seasonal road bans are reviewed and 

changed based on weather and individual road conditions.  For information on road bans

DUST CONTROL: 
Lac La Biche County Council approved, during the 2009 Budget deliberation, that a charge of $500.00 for a 200 meter length of dust 
control calcium chloride will be implemented starting this year. The reason for the increase of cost is the cost to the County for dust 
control with calcium chloride is $1,600.00 per 200 meter length. This cost is comprised of:
